DIVISION 3. BUS STOP BENCHES*

Sec. 33-76. Purpose of division.

It has been determined by the city council of Waterloo that
there exists a need for the placement of bus stop benches at
designated locations throughout the city. Therefore, this article
is created to assist the public in the use of the metropolitan bus
system by providing, subject to the regulations of the council, bus
stop benches for the use of the public. (Ord. No. 3226,

Sec. 3376.1. Authority to install, maintain, advertising permit.

It is hereby made lawful for persons to install and maintain
public bus benches and to place advertising matter and signs
upon such benches subject to the limitations and qualifications of
this division. Advertising is a necessary means for the funding of
these public service benches; thus, it shall be allowed in all
zoning classifications except in front of any one- or two-family
residence located in any zoning classification. (Ord. No. 3226,

6-21-82)

Sec. 33-76.2. Location of bus stop benches.

The placement of bus stop benches shall be limited to MET
designated bus stops only. These designated bus stops may vary
in number and location from time to time. In addition, bus stop
benches shall conform to the following regulations:

(a) The location of all bus stop benches shall be reviewed by
the planning, programming and zoning department of the
city engineering department. New locations shall only be
reviewed in April and November of each year. Applica-
tions will be submitted prior to the first (Ist) day of the
respective month and final disposal on or about the twen-

tieth (20th) day of the month.

(b) New location request shall be submitted on bus stop bench

~+  application form supplied by the building official. Prior to

submitting the form for review, the applicant shall procure

signature of adjacent property owner(s) or agent(s) thereof

and tenant(s) and MET Transit authorization, as well as

noting appropriate bus route and providing a sketch of the
location of the bus stop bench.

(¢) Bus stop benches shall be placed on public property paral-
lel to street along MET designated bus routes and shall
further be limited to areas where there is a minirmum of
six (6) feet from curb or edge of the roadway to front of

bench.

(d) The city engineering department shall periodically inspect
all bus stop benches for maintenance, safety and site location.

(¢) Bus stop benches shall be placed no closer than three (3)
blocks or nine hundred (900) feet, whichever is more re-
strictive, from any other bus stop bench along any individ-
ual MET designated bus route.

() In the event MET reduces or alters a route at any time
during the year, requests for relocations may be submitted
upon written notice from MET of route changes and num-
ber of benches affected by company name.

Application for sign permit to be submitted to
appropriate city departments.

An applicant for a sign permit required by this article shall
submit a written application to the city building official.

An application may be submitted for one (1) bus stop bench and
one (1) permit may be issued for one (1) bus stop bench, provided
that fee required herein accompany the same and the location of
the bus stop bench has received approval from the appropriate
departments.

The building official, within seven (7) days of the receipt of the
application for a sign permit, shall approve or disapprove the
application. If the building official disapproves the application,

the reason for the disapproval shall be stated in writing and
given to the applicant.

Sec. 33-76.4. Permit required to install and maintain.

No bus stop bench shall be installed unless a permit has been
obtained from the city building official, who has vested authority
to issue these permits. The permit shall be affixed to base of
bench in such a manner that it may be visible from the street.

Sec. 33-76.5. Priority in issuance of permits.

Only one permittee shall be allowed to place bus benches on
any one intersection within the City of Waterloo. The permittee
filing the application for the permit at the earliest date shall
receive priority. {Ord.

Sec. 33-76.6. Bus stop bench fees.

A nonrefundable fee of fifteen dollars ($15.00) shall accompany
each new location application form and a nonrefundable fee of
seven dollars and fifty ($7.50) shall accompany each relocation
request. These fees are assessed for each individual bus stop
bench and fifteen dollars ($15.00) shall be an annual fee due on the

first day of April every year.

A sign permit fee required by this article shall be accompanied
by a fee of twenty-five dollars ($25.00) for each bus stop bench
and shall only be issued after the location of the bus stop bench
has been reviewed and approved by the appropriate departments.

Sec. 33-76.7. Evidence of public liability insurance.

The permittee shall file a certificate of insurance with the
clerk of the City of Waterloo, which shall name the city as an
additional insured and shall be maintained in the amount of
three hundred thousand dollars ($300,000.00) for liability cover-
age. The permittee shall also enter into an agreement with the

Sec. 33-76.9. Appeal,

In the event a permittee is denied a permit, he may appeal the
decision of the building official to the city council. This appeal
shall be perfected by filing a notice of appeal with the city clerk
within ten (10) days of the denial of the issuance of the permit by
the building official. The city clerk shall then place the appeal on
the next city council agenda for consideration by the czty council.

to bring the bench into compliance. If the bus stop bench is not
brought into compliance within ten (10) days after the notice has been
mailed, a hearing will be held and a decision shall be rendered
which may lead to removal and retaining said bench as the
property of the City of Waterloo and the location will subse-
quently be disallowed in the future.

33.54.2 AUTHORITY TO INSTALL, MAINTAIN, ADVERTISING PERMIT:

It is hereby made lawful for persons to install and maintain public bus
benches and to place advertising matter and signs upon such benches subject to
the 1imitations and qualifications of this article, Advertising is 8
necessary means for the funding of these public service benches, thus it shall
be allowed in all zoning classifications except in front of any one or tw

33.54.3 LOCATION OF BUS BENCHES

The placement of bus benches will be limited to MEY designated bus stops
only.

Only one permittee shall be allowed to place bus benches on any one
intersection within the City of Waterloo.

A permit required by this article shall bé accompanied by a fee of
twenty-five ($25) dollars for each bus Stop bench, This fee shall be an
annual fee due on the anniversary date of said permit.

33.54-9 PERMITTEL RESPONSIBILITIES

By acceptance of a permit required by this article, the permittee agrees
to be bound by this article and further agrees to inspect each bench
semi-annually and to maintain such benches in a safe, clean and sightly
condition with a maintenance-free material set beneath each bench to discourge
the growth of weeds and other vegetation.

Permittee with benches already in existence shall be granted a sixty (60}
day time period to comply with the maintenance-free material condition set
forth above.

33-54.10 APPEAL

In the event a permittee is denied a permit, he may appeal the decision
of the Building Official to the City Council. This appeal shall be perfected
by filing a notice of appeal with the City Clerk within ten {10) days of the
denial of the issuance of the permit by the Building Officfal. The City Clerk
shall then place the appeal on the next City Council agenda for consideration

11. That said benches shall be the property of Knudson and if
this agreement is not continued or renewed Knudson shall have a twelve
month period from. the end of the term of this agreement to remove
the then existing benches, during which time Knudson will pay to
the City §  2.08 per.month per bench until each respective bench
is removed.

12. That execution of this contract by the parties shall be
proof that the City has done so with full authority te so act pursuant
to the City charter, ordinances, and rules and those laws and rules
of the State of Iowa.
